The tax account earned interest of $14,112.04 for 2007.  
 
Of the 5th 3rd accounts the General, Building, Fire, O&M and T&A are invested in a pooled sweep 
account.  Specialty accounts are insured individually for $100,000.00 each.  These 5th 3rd pooled 
accounts give us the optimum interest on our investment by pooling the funds of the accounts 
that are not stand alone accounts.  Any one who invests money has seen a decline in the interest 
rate as of late.  On April 1, 2007 we were earning 4.54512% as of March 31, 2007 the rate has 
dropped to 1.73486%. 
 
The Kent County Pooled Investments are exempt from GASB 40 in reference to risk 
management.  The funds in the KCPI are invested in treasuries and certificates of deposit. 
Our average rate of return was 4.1228% for fiscal year 2007 and continues to be the case 
entering 2008.   
 
The Sewer Escrow Fund consists of the escrowed amounts for the two on-site sewer systems in 
the township.  The monies have been invested in CD’s throughout the year. They are currently 
invested in a Certificate of Deposit at Choice One Bank insured for $100,000.00.   
 
We did have a little cash flow problem this last year I believe due to the new procedures for 
repayment of road improvements with the Kent Count Road Commission.  In prior years we paid 
the bill after December of the fiscal year.  This allowed us to collect our taxes prior to payment.  
The Road Commission now bills on a monthly basis for any work that they are doing in the 
township.  I only mention this because if we plan on doing another large road project we should 
have the money saved one year in advance to handle this cash flow situation.
